El
NED sirve como organizacion paraguas a través del cua estos cuatro grupos y un
nimero creciente de otros grupos privados recibirian fondos para adelantar programas
en el extranjero. La organizacion reporta actividades en paises como: Polonia, Chile,
Nicaragua, Europa Este, Sur Africa, Burna, Tibet, Korea del Norte, Los Balcanes,
Serbiay paises Musulmanes.

Introduction

During the months of Decamber and January a crisis in Vanezuela gave way lo a
national civic strike called by the main organizations of the entrepreneurial and
unicn sectors and backed up by society, all of them parlicipants in the Democratic
Coordinator, an organization which groups the sactors opposed to Hugo Chaver's
governmant.

This sirke was the product of a clmate of Intolerance by the government's
excessive confrol and threal o liberties, breach of property nights, and attacks fo
freedom of speech. The oil industry workers and the merchant marine participated
in the strike. This originated petrol and food shortages and serious confrontation.

The national civic stike began on December 2 and ended on February 6, 2003.
Was this way of all-out confrontation necessary? No, if the purpose is to have a
country where everybody fits, govemment, oppostion, and those who do not
sympathize with any tendency but neither accapt that wool be pulled over their
oyes regarding “revolutionary” Inclinations. There is siill time to avoid a debacle
which will engulf us all but, as usual, will affect to @ higher degree the poorest.
There is still ime for the govemment to finally put on the table an allsmative
electoral way out and to seek a negoliated agreement with PDVSA's personnel.
There is still ime to prevent the confrontation costs already gigantic from becoming
catastrophic for the economy.

Mere and more bullding consensus with all actors and the country’s live forces cn a
national agends on which Cedice has baan working Is necessary since an electoral
way oul is close In Venazuela as the best way to solve this crisis of ungovemable
nature, and on this way out and its viabllity the negotiation and agreement table
has bean working.
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gituation. More extensive opinion polls indicate that the three candidates that would
easily trounce Chavez in a presidentlal alection are all right of center politicians,

This realfty combines with others, such as a strong belief in and desire for
democratic solutions (due to almost a half century of democracy), and a consensus
on the fact that any successful economic program must include as a centerpiece
an efficient crusade against the causes of poverty.

4.- There are a number of “Country Projects” and “Socio Economic Programs” that
have been prepared by the Ikes of Universities, Fedecamaras, Political Parties,
and NGO's. As a first step in its NACBP CEDICE academicians have compared
these projects, identifying the main point of convergence. Among the findings is the
fact that there is substantial room for incorporating, and obtaining support for,
market oriented solutions to most of the problems, such as a war on poverty, for
example,

5.- The present NACBP is quite modest in its funding and if anything, the same
should be expanded so as fo fake advantage of the situation that the present crisis
and looming economic contraction offers for market onented reforms.

Should the present Govemment continue in office, it is almost certain thet a
balance of payments crunch requiing an adjustment program will become
inevitable before the end of the year, forcing a 160 degree change in present
populist policies, Should, on the other hand, the Chavez Govemment be ousted
from power via elections or a recall referendum a similar situation would be in
avidence,

In both cases the work that CEDICE Is now doing in the direction of a National
Congeneus Is a timely and necassary effort.
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
